PRESENT: Councillors Holmes (Chair), Bell, Armstrong, Boyd, Eggleston, Gibbs and Widd. Sleight.

There were two members of the public present.
The meeting was held at the Village Hall, Etton.

67/16 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – There were no declarations made.
68/16 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING – Resolved – That the minutes of the meeting held on the 11 July should be approved as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.
69/16 ISSUES RELATING TO EAST RIDING OF YORKSHIRE COUNCIL - The Clerk reported that East Riding of Yorkshire Council had agreed to carry out work to restore the road verges at Chantry Lane and Malton Road.  The Council had indicated that it did not consider the junction with Malton Road to be sufficiently hazardous to warrant any changes to the road markings or signage.  The Council had advised that the recycling banks at the Light Dragoon were no longer generating any efficiency savings that could be passed back to the community in recycling credits and that the scheme would therefore be withdrawn.  Parish Councillors reported that hedges were overgrown on Main Road at Etton Dykes.  Councillor Bell reported that the finger post sign at the junction of Chantry Lane / Warter Road was damaged.

Resolved - (i) that Ward Councillor Pollard would be asked to report the overgrown edges and request a site visit regarding the Malton Road Junction and (ii) the Clerk would report the damaged finger post sign.
70/16 DRAINAGE SITE VISIT - Mr Bugg had recently shown an East Riding of Yorkshire Council engineer around the village drainage system.  The engineer had taken a number of issues away to resolve including blocked gullies.  It was noted that some of the privately owned ditches and dykes in the village could benefit from clearing.


Resolved - that the Clerk would write to the landowners asking them to clear their drains / dykes.  
71/16 VILLAGE POND AND WAR MEMORIAL GARDENS - As part of the drainage site visit, it was noted that two highway drains were diverted away from draining into the pond.  This was felt to be a contributing factor to the low levels of water in the pond.  It was also suspected that the clay bottom to the pond had disappeared and that the levels of water were closely linked to the water table.  The fence at the pond had become unstable and a trimming of the iris, rhododendron and willows trees was required.  Mr Bugg reported that a two residents had offered to maintain the garden at that War Memorial and that he was prepared to clean the stonework.  Councillors discussed whether other residents may be willing to help tidy up the pond area and the potential risk of working near water.

Resolved - i) That East Riding of Yorkshire Council’s drainage engineer should be asked for advice on connecting the highway drains into the pond ii) that the Clerk should investigate sources of funding for maintaining ponds iii) that the Clerk should request a quote to repair the fence at the pond or replace like for like or with recycled plastic posts and iv) that Councillor Holmes should discuss the offer to maintain the memorial gardens further with Mr Bugg.
72/16 CLERK UPDATE - The new litter bin for Dalton Road, Etton had been ordered and would be fitted within six weeks.  East Riding of Yorkshire Council had agreed to cut back the hedges at the Cherry Burton Bridge and West End Etton as a matter of urgency and had advised that the schedule for lamp post painting had been delayed due to the wet weather at the start of summer but would take place shortly.  A bus stop sign that had been located near to the Village Hall had been reported missing to East Riding of Yorkshire Council.  Three quotes for re-painting the village benches had been requests and two had been received.  The Council agreed to accept the lowest quote, as resolved at the previous meeting.   Councillor Holmes advised that the Beal Homes had indicated that the road name of “Templars View” would be adopted shortly.   
73/16 MINUTES OF THE PERSONNEL SUB-COMMITTEE - Resolved - That the minutes of the Personnel Sub-Committee held on the 11 July 2016 be received and the recommendations contained therein be approved.
74/16 CORRESPONDENCE– Resolved – (i) that the following correspondence should be received by the Council:

75/16 PLANNING MATTERS - Resolved - to note that planning had been approved for Listed Building Consent for the replacement of windows (retrospective application), 68 Main Street, Etton
76/16 DISTRIBUTING THE WELCOME TO ETTON NEWSLETTER - Resoled - that Councillor Gibbs and Armstrong would keep a stock of the newsletter and distribute to new residents.    
77/16 PROCESS FOR REPORTING DEAD LIVESTOCK - Following a couple of cases of dead livestock being found by Councillors and residents, advice had been sought from East Riding of Yorkshire Council on when these issues should be reported to the authorities.  Farmers should arrange for a carcass to be removed as soon as possible, but this may take a couple of days if discovered over a weekend.  Farmers should also normally take steps to cover the carcass.  If Parish Councillors discover carcasses that have not been dealt with in an appropriate manner they can report to the Council’s Animal Health Duty Officer.  Councillors discussed a current case that did not appear to have been dealt within in a timely manner.


Resolved - Councillor Armstrong would check whether the carcass was still in situ and the Clerk would report as necessary.  
78/16 WITHDRAWAL OF WASTE RECYCLING GRANT - Resolved - That Clerk would notify the Church of East Riding of Yorkshire Council’s decision to withdraw the grant scheme.

79/16 VILLAGE CONSULTATION - HWRCC had attended the Queen’s 90th Birthday Garden Party and a recent Village Coffee morning as part of the ongoing consultation exercise.  They had recommended that further consultation was required and recommended that a questionnaire should be issued to residents.

Resolved - that a further questionnaire would be supported and that Councillors would assist in distributing and collecting.
