ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING OF ETTON PARISH COUNCIL
14 May 2018
PRESENT: Councillors Holmes (Chair), Armstrong, Gibbs, Dicconson, Eggleston and Sleight.   
Apologies were submitted from Councillors Bell, Widd Yeo and Ward Councillor Pollard.
Clerk:  Alan Bravey.
The meeting was held at the Village Hall, Etton.

26/18 ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN – Resolved – To elect Councillor Holmes as Chairman until the Annual Council Meeting in May 2019.

27/18 ELECTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN – Resolved – To elect Councillor Bell as Vice Chairman until the Annual Council Meeting in May 2019.

28/18 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – There were no declarations made.
29/18 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING – Resolved – (i) that the minutes of the meeting held on the 12 March 2018 should be approved as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.
30/18 ISSUES RELATING TO EAST RIDING OF YORKSHIRE COUNCIL – The Clerk reported that road signs on the Malton Road had been replaced by slightly larger signs.  Councillors expressed their surprise and disappointment at the update as it was not apparent that any changes had been made.  It was also noted that inappropriate overtaking continued to present a safety issue at the junction.  The meeting discussed an overgrown hedge on Main Street and tarmac breaking up on the slip road into the village from the B1248.  The poor condition of the footpath near to Chapel House and also near 104 Main Street was discussed.    

Resolved – i) The Clerk would review what signage ERYC had committed to replace on the B1248 and write to express the Parish Council’s disappointment and frustration at the steps taken so far and ii) the Clerk would report the overgrown hedge and the condition of the tarmac and pavements to ERYC.   
31/18 CHARITY REPRESENTATIVES – Resolved – that Councillor Gibbs and Mr Bugg would represent the Council on the Village Charity.
32/18 PERONNEL COMMITTEE MEMBERS – Resolved – That Councillors Holmes and Bell should be appointed to the Personnel Committee until May 2019.

33/18 2018/19 PARISH COUNCIL MEETING DATES – Resolved – That the Parish Council would meet on the following Mondays at 7.30 pm: 9th July 2018, 10th September 2018, 12th November 2018, 14th January 2019, 11th March 2019 (Annual Parish Assembly commencing at 7.30pm followed by the Parish Council Meeting) and 13th May, 2019 (Annual Meeting of the Parish Council). 
34/18 CLERK UPDATE – Zurich had matched the cheaper alternative insurance quote provided to the Council and so the existing policy had been reviewed, adding cover for the war memorial.  A date had been proposed for a meeting between the Parish Council, Yorkshire Wildlife Trust and a contractor to cost cleaning out the pond.  It was noted that Parish Councils would likely to be asked to light beacons to commemorate the centenary of the end of the 1st World War. 

35/18 CORRESPONDENCE– Resolved – i) that the following correspondence should be received by the Council:

ii) that generous defibrillator donation would be used to fund some further defibrillator training, iii) the Clerk would share the email link for the Community Alert system and iv) that Councillor Holmes would attend the planning meeting.
36/18 PLANNING MATTERS - Resolved - that the Parish Council had no objections for planning applications at Warren Lodge Kiplingcotes Road Etton for alterations and extensions to existing garage to form a holiday let and for Land North West Of Wold Farm Kiplingcotes Road Etton for erection of a free range egg laying unit and associated egg packing and storage building, feed bins, access and hardstanding areas.

37/18 VILLAGE ROAD FLOODING – The meeting discussed two recent occasions where heavy rain caused flooding to Main Street, which had come close to affecting a number of properties.  The saturated land, caused by an extremely wet winter, led to rain running off fields and into the village at a rate not seen since 2007.  It was recognised that the Village was in a valley and susceptible to flooding but noted that detritus washed from fields and building sites had covered some road gullies and that water had rapidly drained when the sinks were cleared by residents.  It was suspected that one of the gullies and a field drain may have been blocked.  It was not clear whether recent housing developments had also contributed to the situation.        


Resolved – To invite a drainage engineer from East Riding of Yorkshire Council to inspect the village drains and offer advice on any steps that might be taken to mitigate the flooding risk.

38/18 VILLAGE TASK FORCE – Councillor Dicconson reported that six or seven residents had volunteered a morning of their time to clean and tidy some of the verges in the village.  The morning had gone well and significant progress had been made.  Another date in June had been identified to continue the task.    

Resolved – That Councillor Dicconson should pass on the Parish Council’s thanks to the Task Force for volunteering their time to enhance the appearance of the village.  .
39/18 COMMUNITY PICNIC – Councillors Armstrong and Gibbs had prepared invitations for the Community Picnic and asked fellow Councillors to help distribute before the Bank Holiday Weekend.  Support was also requested to set up the Barn with tables and chairs on Friday 15th June.  Plans for the picnic were progressing well and this year would include a noticeboard promoting village activities and a children’s activity table.  
40/18 GENERAL DATA PROTECTION REGULATIONS – The Clerk provided an overview of GDPR and the steps that the Parish Council had taken so far to comply with the new legal duties around the collection and use of personal data.  An Information Audit had been completed, which identified that the majority of the personal data held by the Parish Council concerned the Councillors and the Clerk and as of low risk.  Two privacy notices explaining how and why the Parish Council used personal data had been produced and a formal data protection policy was being prepared.  This included a clear process for identifying any data protection breaches and reporting them to the Information Commissioner within 72 hours.  The Information Commissioner had indicated that small Parish Councils were not required to appoint a Data Protection Officer. 
Resolved – (i) That the Parish Council should adopt and publish the privacy notices and (ii) the Clerk should submit further updates on GDPR compliance.  
41/18 BUDGET OUTTURN REPORT 2017/18– Resolved – that the outrun report be noted.   

42/18 FINANCIAL RISK ASSESSMENT 2018/18 – Resolved – That the Council should adopt the Financial and Management Risk Assessment 2018/19.
43/18 ANNUAL GOVERNANCE STATEMENT 2017/18 - The Parish Council considered each of the nine annual governance statement assertions.  


Resolved – (i) That Councillors agreed with each of the Annual Assurance Statement assertions and (ii) that the Chair of the Parish Council should sign the statement.

44/18 ACCOUTING STATEMENT, ASSET REGISTER AND DATES FOR EXERCISE OF PUBLIC RIGHTS  – 
The Parish Council reviewed the accounting statement for 2017/18, the bank reconciliation statement and the Council’s asset register.


Resolved – (i) That the Accounting Statement would be signed by the Chair and (ii) that the dates for exercising public rights with regards to the accounts would be set as 2 July – 10 August.
45/18 EXEMPTION FROM EXTERNAL AUDIT – The new transparency code allowed smaller authorities to exempt themselves from the external audit process.  This was because publishing all relevant financial information on the Parish Council’s website allowed residents themselves to hold the Council to account. 


Resolved – That the Parish Council should certify itself as exempt from a limited assurance review.
