ETTON PARISH COUNCIL
9 July 2018
PRESENT: Councillors Holmes (Chair), Armstrong, Bell, Gibbs, Widd and Yeo.

There was one member of the public present.  
Apologies were submitted from Councillors Dicconson, Eggleston and Sleight and Ward Councillor Pollard.
Clerk:  Alan Bravey.
The meeting was held at the Village Hall, Etton.

50/18 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – There were no declarations made.
51/18 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING – Resolved – (i) that the minutes of the meeting held on the 14 May 2018 should be approved as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.
52/18 ISSUES RELATING TO EAST RIDING OF YORKSHIRE COUNCIL – There were no issues to raise that were not already on the agenda.    

53/18 CLERK UPDATE – The B1248 would be closed between the Cherry Burton cross roads and Rootas Lane one day next week to allow a dangerous tree to be felled.  The Community Heartbeat Trust had agreed to provide defibrillator training at a reasonable cost.  
54/18 CORRESPONDENCE– Resolved – i) that the following correspondence should be received by the Council:

· ERYC - Invitation for new Public Spaces Protection Orders   

· ERYC - Explaining new “Permission in Principle” planning rules

· ERYC – Advising that no further engineering measures can be recommend for the junction at B1248

· ERYC - Promoting Better Broadband Vouchers 

· ERYC - Rural Housing Survey to be undertaken in area 

· Police and Crime Commission - Introductory letter

ii) that the Council would monitor the new planning rules and convene special meetings of the Council where it was felt that the delegated authority of the Clerk was not appropriate iii) the Clerk would reply to ERYC to place on record the concern of the Council and residents to the road safety risk on the B1248 iv) that Better Broadband vouchers would be promoted through the newsletter v) that more information on the rural housing survey would be circulated when available. 

55/18 ERYC DRAINAGE VISIT – ERYC Drainage Engineers had accompanied Parish Councillors on a walkabout of the village, discussing the main areas that had contributed to road flooding earlier in the year.  It was felt that the main cause of the road flooding was run off water from the saturated land following an extremely wet winter and the village’s location in a natural valley.  There was limited scope for any engineering solutions, although ERYC agreed to undertake some investigatory jetting in two locations and suggested the Parish Council create a bund at the drain on Etherington Lane.   ERYC also later confirmed that CCTV footage showed that the drain at Amen Field was connected to the village main drain and was therefore likely blocked within the field.  It was agreed that any actions that villagers could take themselves to clear detritus from gully tops would help water drain away.  Councillor Yeo commented that he had recently dug a channel and bund at Ellerington Lane.  The Clerk reported that conversations had also been held with the Area Engineer about a blocked drain on Chantry Lane. 

Resolved – i) that the results of the investigatory jetting would be reported back to the Parish Council when available ii) that the Parish Council would discuss the drainage at Amen Field with the tenant iii) that the works on Ellerington Lane would be monitored and more work carried out if considered necessary iv) that the Clerk would remind ERYC about the Chantry Lane drain and v) that the outcome of the meeting should be reported in the next newsletter with a request to clear gully tops if required.  
56/18 VILLAGE PICNIC – Councillors Armstrong and Gibbs reported that the second annual village picnic had been very well attended with very positive feedback received from those who attended.  

Resolved – i) That the Clerk should write to Mr and Mrs Sleight to thank them for hosting the picnic ii) that thanks be recorded to Cllrs Armstrong and Gibbs for arranging the event and iii) that the picnic should remain an annual event for as long as it could be held at Laburnum Farm, which was felt to be the ideal venue.  

57/18 VILLAGE POND UPDATE – Councillor Holmes had met with Yorkshire Wildlife Trust and a local contractor to discuss potential improvements to the village pond.  These included:

· De-silting the pond and exploring whether the pond was clay lined or reacting to groundwater recharge of the aquifer 
· Tree crown reduction/thinning [large crack willows] along the field boundary 

· Potential diversion of pots into pond corner at the village end combined with a 'natural' filtration reed/sedge/wetland plant bed to trap sediment and pollutants.

· Possible reduction in overall pond size also discussed with a smaller but deeper pond that may hold more water - this discussion was held in relation to a need to understand if the pond is clay lined or reacting to groundwater 're-charge' from aquifer.

Costs had been requested from the contractor in order that the Council could consider its finance options, which might involve grants or a loan.  

Resolved – That the Council would consider options with the pond when the costs had been confirmed. 
58/18 PLANNING LIASON MEETING UDATE – Resolved – The Clerk would circulate the papers from the liaison meeting to Councillors.

59/18 PLANNING MATTERS – Resolved – The Council had no objections to the felling of a tulip tree at Manor House Farm, 73 Main Street, Etton.  

60/18 WW1 CENTERARY 2018 – Resolved – The Parish Council would make arrangements to light the Village Beacon to mark the centenary of the end of the First World War.  
61/18 VILLAGE HUNT – Some residents have raised concerns that they and their dogs have felt intimidated when passing the Hunt’s hounds on morning walks, because they do not seem to be as controlled as in the past.  Sometimes there has been only one person in control of the pack.  The Council recognised the Hunt as an important part of village life and agreed to raise villagers concerns with the Hunt Master to see whether a practical solution could be found.      
Resolved – That the Council should discuss the issues raised with the Hunt Master.
62/18 VILLAGE NEWSLETTER – Resolved – That Councillors would pass any items for the newsletter to the Clerk.  
62/18 ACCOUNTS FOR PAYMENT - Resolved – that the following accounts should be approved for payment:
