ETTON PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
13 January 2025
PRESENT: Councillor Holmes (Chairman), Bell, Sleight, Williams, and Yeo.
Apologies were received from Councillor Heuck.
Ward Councillor Wilcock was also in attendance.
There was 1 member of the public in attendance.

1/25 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – There were no declarations made.
2/25 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING – Resolved – that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on the 18 November should be approved as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.

3/25 WARD COUNCILLOR UPDATE – Ward Councillor Wilcock advised that East Riding of Yorkshire Council and Hull City Council were developing the governance arrangements for the new combined mayoral authority.  The 2024/25 budget position had improved for East Riding of Yorkshire Council and a balanced budget was forecast for 2025/26.  Councillors had asked for the “Do if East Yorkshire Grant” to continue in future years. The meeting discussed plans for a large solar farm to the north east of Etton, near to the A164, and noted the potential impact on tenant farmers.   

4/25  ACTION LOG UPDATE –  An ERYC highways engineer had inspected the footpaths in Etton to consider whether alterations to the height might help prevent flooding.  The engineer had advised that any works would have a negligible impact.  The engineers also advised that there were no further scheduled improvements planned to footpaths, and recommended that the Parish Council should report any works that it considered were required.  It was agreed that Councillor Holmes would take photos of the worst areas.  It was noted that the Parish Council’s application to take part in the 20mph zone pilot had not been successful, and that gate on church walk had been repaired. Damage to litter bins at the pond and on South Dalton Road had been reported to ERYC. 
5/25 PARISH COUNCILLOR UPDATE – The Parish Council was saddened to hear of the passing of David Essam.  David had been an active member of the community and a regular attendee at the Parish Council meetings since joining the village.  It was noted that the Chairman had written on behalf of the Council expressing sympathy to David’s family.  A resident had advised Councillor Yeo that there was a problem with rats at the back of the pond.  It was agreed that the Clerk would contact ERYC Pest Control.  Councillor Bell provided an update on the development at the Light Dragoon. Councillor Holmes agreed to contact the developer to ask for a tour of the site at an appropriate point. 
6/25 CORRESPONDENCE – Resolved – i) that the following correspondence should be received by the Council:

ii) it be noted that the proposed changes to the membership and boundaries of Etton Parish Council had approved by the East Riding of Yorkshire Council following the Community Governance Review, and that Parish Council’s would need to budget for any costs incurred due to the change, although no costs were thought to be arising for Etton Parish Council.
7/25  PLANNING APPLICATION FOR ERECTION OF TWO STOREY EXTENSION TO REAR WITH ASSOCIATED WORKS, FOLLOWING DEMOLITION OF SINGLE STOREY EXTENSIONS TO SIDE AND REAR, AND DETATCHED GARAGE – Resolved – To note that this application had been withdrawn and then resubmitted with minor amendments, and that the Clerk had submitted the Parish Council’s agreed response recorded in minute 79/24. 

8/25 ERNLLCA MEMBERSHIP – The Clerk recommended that the Parish Council should join East Riding and Northern Lincolnshire Local Council Association, an independent body that supports and advises parish councils in the Humber area.  Membership of ERNLCCA costs about £300 per year and provides a professional advice service to the Chairman and Clerk, model documents, training for all Councillors, newsletters, networking, and access to a legal service.  
Resolved – The Parish Council should become a member of ERNLLCA.  
9/25  VE DAY 80 – 8 May 2025 – Resolved – i) that subject to approval from the land owner, the Parish Council would arrange for the beacon to be lit and for refreshments to be provided for VE Day 80 ii) that the Clerk would contact the land owner, Councillor Sleight would arrange for the beacon to be lit, and Councillor Holmes would book the fish and chip van
