ERYC issues:

a. ERYC did not receive a favourable report following a recent audit on is Social Need services.
b. Cllr. Leo Hammond has been appointed as Chairman of the Care Quality Commission
c. There is a campaign to raise awareness of Lyla’s Law, which addresses the diagnosis of diabetes in children.
d. A motion against the introduction of digital ID cards was carried.  Cllr. Mount expressed his support on this issue.
e. There is a push to stop people from obstructing driveways.
f. The Environment Agency is updating its flood maps.  This exercise has not been carried out since 2007.
g. Brown bins for green bins are being made available free of charge to village halls and community groups.
h. Budget talks are ongoing and it is anticipated that the outcome will not be as severe as first imagined.
Etton issues:

a. Cllr. Wilcock expressed his concern that much of the correspondence which he had been coped into in recent weeks has been verging on defamatory and some of the comments made during meetings potentially libellous.  The air needs clearing and Council must move on instead of dwelling on past issues.

	a. 25/03193/PLF – Land West of the former Light Dragoon
Erection of dwelling with associated access
RESOLVED: that this application be approved.  The vote was not unanimous, with 5 in favour and 1 against.

b. 25/03186/PLF – Land East of the former Light Dragoon
Erection of a dwelling 
RESOLVED: to object to this application on the following grounds:

· The proposed development would have too great an impact on the wider conservation area, it would compete with the character and appearance of the adjacent non-designated heritage asset. 
· The erection of a dwelling in the proposed location would result in the loss of the Main Street’s openness and the valuable vista which the site currently enjoys with particular reference to the village approach from Cherry Burton direction.
· The cumulative impact of this development and that proposed to the west (application 25/03193/PLF) would result in significant overdevelopment of the area around the public house. 
· The proposed dwelling is immediately adjacent to the public house, whose normal operation—including music performances on the external terrace—has previously generated noise complaints from residents living further away than the application site.  Locating a new residential property in such proximity would therefore expose future occupants to unacceptable noise levels and harm their residential amenity.
· The recently constructed vehicle access way would be shared with the agricultural use to the north and the newly constructed carparking spaces for the public house, which are located to the north and the west of this site.  The Parish Council are concerned that these three combined uses would exceed the design capacity of the newly constructed access road.
